She said that he needs to be more careful, and if he makes any more mistakes,
he will have to stop working as a cashier and go back to working in the warehouse.

Search Box — most website
have a small box where you
can type in key words, such as
“bullying,” and then click on
the search/go button, or press
the enter key on your
keyboard

Topic Tabs — at the top of the
website, you will see a
number of tabs. Use these to
explore the website

Hyperlinks — on the home
page or other pages, you
might see words that are bold
or underlined. Clicking on
them might lead you to the
information

Back button— this is an arrow
pointing left on the top of
your screen; it will take you
back if you get lost
